1. Attach the tube onto the nipple(C), attach the swivel
onto the tube.

2. Assemble the nipple onto the cross bar and lock it in
place by hex nut.

3. Attach the cross bar to outlet box using 2 outlet box

black wire outlet box

4. Determine the length of the chain you need using pliers nipple(A) ground screw
to disconnect the extra chain and discard it away. canopy

5. Thread the pad and the fixture loop onto the nipple(B). top nut

6. Hook chain link onto the fixture loop and the top loop
and hang the chain to the top loop and the fixture loop.

7. Weave fixture wires and ground wire through the fixture
loop, every other chain links, top loop, top nut, canopy
and nipple(A) and secure the top loop to the nipple(A).

8. Make wire connections:

--Attach ground wire to house ground wire
using a wire nut or attach them to the
cross bar with a green ground screw.
--Attach white wire from light to white wire
from power source with a wire nut.
--Attach black wire from light to black wire ) fixture loop
