1.Carefully unpack and lay all parts on a clean,
level surface. OUTLET BOX
2.Screw the fixture loop (E) onto nipple (F) until kh WIRE NUT
they are secured and do not come loose. CROSS BAR == SUPPLY WIRE
3.Separate the arms (J) to ensure there is an equal CREEN GROUND SCREW b ('jluPLLLEET(::)x SCREWS
space between them. GROUND WIRE — HEX NUT ()
4.Assemble the nipple (B) onto the crossbar, and e — CANOPY
lock it in place by hex nut (C). TOPNUT ——— TOP LOOP
5. Attach the cross bar to outlet box using 2 outlet QUICK LINK (D)
box screws upwards.
6. Determine the length of the chain you need,
using pliers to disconnect the extra chain and CHAIN

QUICK LINK(D)

discard it away.

7. Weave fixture wires and ground wire through

the every other chain links, top loop and the

nipple (B), secure the top loop to the nipple (B)

and hang the chain to the top loop and the fixture

loop (E) with 2 quick links (D).

8. Make wire connections:
--Attach ground wire to house ground wire
using a wire nut. (Or attach them to the
cross bar with a green ground screw).
--Attach white wire from light to white
wire from power source with a wire nut.
--Attach black wire from light to black
wire from power source with a wire nut.

9. Tuck the wire connections neatly into the

outlet box.

10. Attach the canopy to the ceiling, then secure

with top nut.

11.Hang the different crystal pendants in the

rings according to the drawings and parts

package order as shown.

12.Secure the glass shade (H) to the socket (I) by

tightening the socket ring (G).

13. Install bulbs. (Please do not exceed the

maximum capacity which is recommended on the

fixture.)

14. Turn power on at fuse or circuit box.
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
