1. Thread the column ( B ) onto the GROUND WIRE
coupling ( A ) tightly. WHITE WIRE /= —— WIRE NUTS
2. Put space tube (D) onto BLACK WIRE =5
the socket (C ). CROSSBAR —— & GROUND SCREW
3. Assemble the nipple ( A ) . OUTLETBOX — & -2 HEXNUT (A)
onto the cross bar, and lock it SCREWS/ NIPPLE (A)
in place by hex nut (A). WASHER diL
4. Attach the cross bar to outlet box 5 TOP LOOP
using 2 outlet box screws upwards. CHAIN
5. Determine the length of the chain
you need using pliers to disconnect CANOPY
the extra chain and discard it away. FIXTURE
6. Weave fixture wires and ground wire WIRE
through the every other chain links, TOP NUT
top nut, canopy, top loop and
nipple ( A ); secure the top loop to
the nipple ( A ) and hang the chain FIXTURE
LOOP (A)

to the top loop and the fixture loop.

7. Make wire connections :
- - - Attach ground wire to house ground
wire using a wire nut ( or attach them to

the cross bar with a green ground screw ).

- - - Attach ribbed wire from light to white
wire from power source with a wire nut.
- - - Attach smooth wire from light to

NIPPLE (B)

black wire from power source with a $SQEE( D)
wire nut.

8. Tuck the wire connections neatly into
the outlet box.

9. Attach the canopy to the ceiling, SOCKET (C)

then secure with top nut.
10. Turn power on at fuse or circuit box.
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
