. CROSS BAR —— GROUND SCREW
. Assemble the nipple(B) 3
onto the cross bar, and lock it in place by OUTLET BOX SCREWS — P HEX NUT (A)
hex nut(A). NIPPLE (B)
. Attach the cross bar to outlet box WASHER C——— CANOPY
using 2 outlet box screws upwards. D— TOP NUT
. Determine the length of the chain you need, using
pliers to disconnect the extra chain and discard it away.
